Please use 
your envelope regardless of the amount you are able to include. Without verification of Mass attendance we cannot issue 
sponsor certification for Baptism, Confirmation, or any character references, etc. Please notify the Parish Office of any 
address change as soon as possible.

Arrangements are to be made at 
least six months in advance. At 
least three meetings with the priest 
are required.
