KEEPING CHRIST IN CHRISTMAS 

Some tips on keeping Christ in Christmas: 

• Use postage stamps that feature a religious theme 

• Hang an Advent Calendar at your work and in 

your home 

• Display your nativity set where others can see 

• Place an electric candle in a window symbolizing 

the light of Christ 

• Listen to traditional Christmas carols that honor 

Christ’s birth 

• Find religious Christmas wrapping paper and 

decorations 

• Read Christmas scripture and stories to children 

• Purchase a gift and give it to the poor, encourage 

your children to do the same. 

• Explain the original Christmas tree tradition to 

your children 

• Use decorations, cards, etc., with Merry Christmas 

instead of “Happy Holidays” 

• Have your children place a piece of straw in the 

creche each day that they do a good deed during 

Advent 

• Pray for the young, so that when they become 

adults they will not regard Christmas as just another 

holiday free from work
